Zagreb 2007). His poetry, fiction and plays were published in various 

literary magazines. 

 From the texts written by Lucić, Ivančić and Dežulović "Feral 

Tribune Cabaret" was created. Staged by "Travelling Theatre of Hasja 

Borić" and directed by Tanja Oručević-Miletić it has over hundred 

performances. 

In April 2007 Franci Blašković with his group "Gori Ussi 

Winnetou" published CD, Nek se širi vira Isusova! with Lucić's godly
